We...hold that there is no 
fundamental right of parents 
to be the exclusive provider 
of information regarding
sexual matters to their 
children.



We hold there is no free-
standing fundamental right 
of parents to control the 
upbringing of their children



by introducing them to 
matters of and relating to 
sex in accordance with 
their personal and religious 
values and beliefs. 



We conclude only that the 
parents possess no 
constitutional right to
prevent the public schools 
from providing information 
on [sex education] to their 
students in any forum or 
manner they select.
